PRESCHOOL – Transport Week! 
Transport Week is planned based on the
children’s interest in different modes of

transport. Children come dressed as or talk
about their favourite vehicle during circle
time, building confidence and language

skills. They take part in transport sorting
activities to support early math skills and

create a simple transport craft to
encourage creativity and fine motor

development.

TODDLER ROOM – Colours & Colour Mixing 
Colours and Colour Mixing is planned based

on the older toddlers’ interest in exploring
colours. Children engage in hands-on colour

mixing activities, discovering how new colours
are made while building curiosity and early

thinking skills. They enjoy simple art
experiences using different colours,

supporting creativity, sensory exploration, and
fine motor development, while learning to

name and recognise colours.

Exploring Textures is planned based on

babies’ natural curiosity about the
world around them.
